Grading:
The course consists of four categories of graded assignments:
1. Programming assignments: These are exercises which require the student to use the concepts presented in that module to create software.  These assignments are completed during each of the modules.   Each is due before Sunday Midnight at the end of that module.
2. Discussions: These are discussions which required the student to discuss the concepts presented in that module.
3. Exams: Each exam will consist of multiple choice questions and a programming exercise.
4. Research Project.  Students will complete a research project.

Course Information:
The textbook and assignments will be the basis for the exams. During the term, you will complete 9 individual programming assignments, 2 exams, a research project and 3 discussions. Individual programming assignments are posted and must be submitted in D2L in the appropriate assignment link by the due date as noted on the assignment link and calendar.   DO NOT EMAIL Your Assignments!  Emailed assignments do not show up in D2L to receive a grade.  You will be graded on your D2L individual programming assignments submission of a completed application which fulfills stated requirements as posted for each of the lab assignments.  Missed individual programming assignments will result in a grade of ZERO for that grade component. Individual programming assignments will be accepted up to 48 hours late with a late penalty of 30% per day.  Individual programming assignments have specific requirements to be completed. Be sure to submit all required files.
You are required to complete the midterm exam and second exam at the times noted on the schedule.   The exams must be completed within the designated timeframe.
