The project team created ancillary materials for the OER, Français interactif, that included exams, quizzes, assignments, and interactive videos. Before adopting the new textbook, several sections of FREN 1001 and 1002 had partially adopted the flipped pedagogical approach in which students are required to read the textbook and watch a video about the next day’s topic before coming to class. Then, they take an informal assessment on what they have just learned. However, some of the online components of these partially flipped classrooms needed to be reworked. The ALG grant enabled the project team to improve these parts and organize the OER in a coherent way for a more manageable student access. In addition, approximately 117 students enrolled in FREN 1001 and 1002 over the 2020-2021 academic year.  The former textbook for both courses (Chez Nous) cost $200, so our students saved approximately $23,400 this past year with the adoption of the new no-cost OER.
The new assessments were created and implemented in Fall 2020.  The creation of the videos and PowerPoint presentations was somewhat delayed in the fall semester because Dr. Mormino was promoted to Associate Dean of the School of Liberal Arts, and Dr. Mauldin took over one of her classes.  Additionally, having to change our instructional modes due to the pandemic while simultaneously switching to a new textbook was a challenge.  We discovered that the adopted text is not evenly paced, so that it was necessary to adapt our content to what students could realistically cover in one semester.  In FREN 1001, we covered Chapters 0-3 (instead of our original plan of 0-4), and we covered Chapters 4-7 in FREN 1002 (instead of our original plan of 5-8).  All materials were completed during the spring semester.   Working on this grant as a team through French 1001 and 1002 D2L shells allowed Drs. Mauldin, Goldoni, and Mormino to share and edit each other’s materials.
2. Materials Description

Interactive Video.  Our partially flipped classes require students to come to class having some familiarity with the grammar lessons and French vocabulary and having studied those things that require memorization (genders of nouns, conjugations of verbs, etc.).  Class time can then focus less on presenting and explaining material and more on applying knowledge communicatively.  Interactive videos are effective for introducing concepts outside of class and communicative practice in class.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]We developed ten videos and twenty-one PowerPoint presentations covering lessons from chapters 0-3 for French 1001 and twenty videos covering lessons from chapters 4-7 for French 1002.  The videos are grammar explanations with embedded voiceovers intended for student use outside of class; they also include a short, informal quiz at the end of each lesson to assess student understanding of the material.  The remainder are communication organizers including video with open-source images selected to evoke specific vocabulary (e.g. talking about food) and grammatical functions (e.g. narrating a sequence of events in the past) in keeping with the scope and sequence of Français interactif. 

Test Bank. The course goals and objectives for French 1001 and 1002 are communicative and cultural.  Therefore, the assessment materials must also require that students perform communicative functions and that they demonstrate knowledge of French and francophone cultures.  Communication entails reading, writing, speaking, and listening – often in combination – and fuses grammar, vocabulary, and culture.  Communicative assessments were created to track with the intersecting sequences of vocabulary, grammar, and culture lessons in the textbook.  
For French 1001, Dr. Mauldin created five quizzes, four chapter tests, one oral assessment, and one composition assignment.  For French 1002, Dr. Mormino created eight quizzes, four chapter tests, one oral assessment, and one composition assignment.

Brightspace Redesign. Our experience with our previous online materials (Chez Nous, 4th ed. on the MyFrenchLab platform) revealed that students become confused and disorganized when they have to seek out materials on multiple websites.  Thus, if we had simply adopted the available materials without organizing them in one place, students would have been unable to track the new information and exercises.  Therefore, we redesigned the Brightspace (D2L) courses for French 1001 and 1002 as one-stop shops so that PDFs, videos, links, and homework (developed through an ALG grant by Drs. Lisa Connell and Claire Ezekiel at the University of West Georgia) are all clearly organized by chapter and easily accessible through easy to follow modules.  Our colleague, Dr. Federica Goldini, Associate Professor of Spanish at Georgia Gwinnett College, assisted the team by providing guidance on arranging course materials for FREN 1001 and 1002.

The project team will present a poster on our ALG ancillary creation project at next year’s Georgia Gwinnett College CTE Teaching and Learning Day.
This summer, Dr. Mauldin will learn how to use Adobe Animate software to add motion and more engaging visuals to the videos she created for FREN 1001. Dr. Mormino will attempt adapting Kaltura videos developed under this grant into the Edpuzzle platform, which would allow for easier content sharing, and which requires students to complete comprehension checkpoints in order to access the entire video.  Additionally, we will extend the use of Français interactif into FREN 2001 in the fall.  When we are back to normal instructions in the fall, it will also be a good time to recalibrate our scope and sequence in French 1001 and 1002.  Dr. Mauldin and Dr. Mormino are taking Quality Matters training this summer, which may give them tools to improve distance materials.
