Course Description: 
	This course provides an overview of the pathophysiology of selected conditions focusing on the etiology, pathogenesis, physiological changes, and clinical manifestations of common health problems.
 	Genetic and cultural influences on health will also be addressed. Emphasis is upon both the physiological changes that contribute to disease production, physiological changes that occur as a result of disease and the body’s compensation for these changes, as well as the application of this knowledge to the assessment of patients with commonly occurring disease and injury processes.

There is NOT a required textbook to purchase.

Reading Assignments:  Reading assignments are located within each module. These will be clearly noted in the schedule. All readings are recommended unless otherwise stated.

· Compare and contrast the common concepts, signs and symptoms, and terms used to refer to pathophysiological processes (e.g. etiology, pathogenesis, morphology, complications, sequelae, diagnosis, normality, clinical course, risk factors, morbidity, and mortality) 
· Explain the general changes in cell structure and identify the causes and mechanisms of cell injury and death and apply them to the pathophysiology of common diseases and disorders within the human body.
· Describe the etiology, pathogenesis, physiological changes, and signs/symptoms associated with common disorders of the body systems.
· Evaluate pathophysiological changes that affect the care of various patient populations.
(Program and course outcomes are set by the School of Nursing)

Course Policies/Additional Course Requirements:
1. Late work - Assignments submitted past the due date will result in 5% reduction in the student’s grade for each day that the assignment is late (to include weekends/holidays).  All assignments must be completed before completion of the course. If you have an extreme extenuating circumstance documentation will be need, as soon as possible but before the session is complete. Examples: Very rarely, unforeseen, uncontrollable extenuating circumstances may cause absence from, or tardiness for, class, clinical laboratories, or campus lab.  Such circumstances include:
· Illness of student or immediate family member requiring his/her care. Documentation will consist of medical statement with date, on letterhead, and signature of care provider. A letter of exception to policy is required from the student to accompany the above documentation or an exception will not be considered.
· Death of a family member.  Documentation will consist of the newspaper obituary.  A letter of exception to policy is required from the student to accompany the above documentation or an exception will not be considered.
· Unforeseen emergencies preventing the student from attending class or lab (e.g. house fire, vehicle collision, etc).  Documentation will consist of a signed statement from the appropriate agency or office. A letter of exception to policy is required from the student to accompany the above documentation or an exception will not be considered.
2. Discussion board posts - Posts are not accepted after the deadline for the peer interaction post, which is the last day of that week. Students will receive a zero and will not be allowed to make up this assignment except with. Only with approved documented excuses (see handbook) will the post be graded.
3. Grades - Grades become final for all assignments once they have been posted in Cougar View for three business days. If a student thinks an error was made in grading, he/she must contact the Course Coordinator within the 3 days. No changes will be made after that time.
4. Passing Grade -Students must achieve 75% or higher as their final grade in order to pass this course.
5. Evaluations- Completion of faculty and course evaluations is strongly encouraged.
6. Assignment Submissions -No assignments will be accepted via email. All assignments must be submitted within the course in the assigned area.

If the student is readmitted, they will be placed on probationary status if they meet the criteria and minimal expectations.
· The student must be enrolled at Columbus State University and be in good academic standing.
· The student must have a nursing grade point average of 2.0 or higher for all required courses completed toward the degree. 
· Student performance and disposition during the previous admission to the School of Nursing will be highly considered during the re-admission process, therefore re-acceptance is not guaranteed.
· Upon returning to the RN-BSN program from the exclusion period, the student must make a grade of C or higher in all nursing courses. One additional nursing course failure will result in permanent exclusion from the RN-BSN program.

Time Considerations:
As a 7-week class, this will be an extremely fast paced course and students should be prepared to spend a minimum of 7 hours a week on reading and on course assignments. While you may feel that I am providing a lot of information at you on a weekly basis, remember that in a traditional 15 week course you would be attending class for 3 hours and then spending an additional 3 hours (at least) outside of class on assignments and reading. In our online course environment, my expectation is that you will be spending those class hours working on the concepts that you would usually get in a live lecture. Please be sure to budget your time accordingly.

Grading Policy: In accordance with the CSU School of Nursing, an average grade of 75% or more is required to pass the course.  Written work is due at the times assigned. Please be advised that calculations posted in the Cougar View – D2L grade book may not be correct. Assignments and Discussions:
