Use this exercise as your guide. You will turn in 3 items. 1) Your hand-drawn map 2) Your typed answers to the questions 3) Your hand-written notes.  The typed answers need to be submitted in TWO places: 1-via D2L 2-in paper form to your instructor at the beginning of class on the due date. You may scan or photograph your map/notes for submission to D2L. You will need to download this exercise in order to insert your typed answers.

For this assignment, you are required to explore a landscape in Gwinnett County with which you are CULTURAL NFAMILIAR! The site is very important, as it needs to contain at least some examples that will allow you to answer question #3 (See below).  You may need to drive to this location, take a bus, catch a ride, bicycle, or whatever transportation you can muster. You are strongly encouraged to do this activity in pairs or groups.  The location you select is VERY important.  It needs to be a place that is OUTSIDE of your CULTURAL comfort zone!!!  Keep in mind that you are searching for material examples of ethnic diversity, globalization, etc!

Next, start walking for 600 feet. Enter the toponym, site, and situation of your ending position.

2.  Now it is time to undertake observations. This involves starting at your chosen beginning point location and pacing for at least 600 feet. Note which way is north from your starting point. While pacing you should note stores, signs, shop entrances, gates and stationary objects anywhere physically present (this includes anything you can see, read, touch, or smell that is present on the landscape.). Between doorways and other entranceways note building façade type. This set of notes should be of the form:
Pace			Object				Notes
0			Begin				Corner of Indiana and Kirkwood
0-15			brick building			Red Brick (large glass windows with Vietnamese writing)
15			Doorway			Urban Outfitters doorway
and so on. Do this on the back of this piece of paper, or on a separate piece of paper. Note that it must be turned in.(THIS PORTION MAY BE HANDWRITTEN)

3. As you walk, you should also take note of the material examples on the landscape of each of the following: ethnic diversity, religion, relocation diffusion, expansion diffusion, space/time compression, popular culture, vernacular region, glocalization, and distance decay (If you are not clear on the definitions of these terms, you can find them in the back of your textbook or from lecture). List and explain at least four (different) examples of using 4 different terms from the list. (e.g. A New York style pizza restaurant might relate to the ‘diffusion’ ideas as pizza styles from New York have spread to the South).  Where appropriate, you are also required to take photos to use in your map (minimum of 2). It is important that you demonstrate that you understand the term you are using. Make sure this is clear in your explanation of the term and your specific example.

[bookmark: _GoBack]4. Once home, use your notes to construct a map of your traverse (see below). The map should be in linear feet (use your paces to estimate feet). The completed map should have a scale and an indication of north. It should note all significant features from your notes, including buildings, structures, and façades. It should also contain a minimum of two photos from your site visit.  Points are taken off if your map is not neat. Finally, using the examples you collected in answer to question 3 above, write an essay in paragraph form to answer the following questions.  How does this place’s site and situation explain the things that you observed? How does this place make you feel (did you feel comfortable/out of place/intrigued)? Why do you think you felt this way? When did you visit the site? How might this affect your feelings towards the place?  Where is this landscape located and why is it there?  Finally, what is its significance?  You must enter at least one shop and enter it. Identify it in your essay.  What kinds of products/services are offered here? Who are the primary customers (e.g. social class, ethnic group, economic class, gender, age, etc.).  Who do you think lives in this neighborhood? If there are foods offered, you are strongly encouraged to try something you have not eaten before. Enter the name of what you ate and include a picture.  Is your map a large-scale or small-scale map (consult textbook if you’re not sure)? Would you recommend this location for a friend to visit? Why or why not?
